Mote 1. Wature of Activities and Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Nature of Activities

The Internatiomnal Primate Protesction League (IPPL) is a nonprofit organization
whose purpose is to educate the public on issues of primates, investigate the
illegal trafficking in primates, and to provide a facility for the care and
rehabilitation of gibbons released from research facilities. The QOrganization is
supported primarily through donor contributions grants and beguests.

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements of IPPL have been prepared on the accrual basis of
accounting and, accordingly, reflect zll significant receivables, payables and
other liakilities.

Basis of Presentation

Financial statement preparation follows the recommendation of the Financial
ficcounting Standards Board in its Statement of Financial Accounting Standards
(SFAS) Wo. 117, Financial Statements of Not-For-Profit Organizations. Under SFAS
No. 117, IPPL is required to report information regarding its financial positicn
and activities according to three classes of assets: unrestricted net asssts,
temporarily restricted net assets and permanently restricted net assets.

Cash and Cash Eguiwvalents

For purposes of the Statement of Cash Flows, IPPL considers all highly liquid
investments with an initial maturity of three months or less to be cash
equivalents,

Property and Equipment

The Organization capitalizes all expenditurss for property and equipment in excess
of 5300. Property and equipment is carried at cost less accumulated depreciation.
Depreciation is provided over the estimated useful life of the related assets using
straight-line methods. Expenditures for maintenance and repairs are charged to
expense as incurred.

Functional Expenses

Directly identifiable expenses are charged to programs and services,
Expenses related toc more than one function are charged to programs and
supporting services on the basis of personnel time and space utilized for
the related activities. Management and gensral expenses include thoss
expenses that are not directly identifiable with any other specific function
but provide for the owverall support and direction of the Organization.

Restricted and Unrestricted Revenue and Support

Contributions received are recorded as unrestricted, temporarily restricted
or permanently restricted support, depending on the existence and/ocr nature
of any donor restrictions.

Donor-restricted support is reported as an increase in temporarily or
permanently restricted net assets, depending on the nature of the
restriction. When a restriction expires (that is, when a stipulated time
restriction ends or purpose restriction is accomplished), temporarily
restricted net assets are reclassified to unrestricted net assets and
reported in the Statement of Activities as net assets released from
restrictions.

Promises to Giwe

Unconditional promises to give are recognized as revenues or gains in the
period received and as assets, decreases of liabilities, or EXPeNsSes
depending on the form of the benefits received. Conditional promises to
give are recognized only when the conditions on which they depend are
substantially met and the promises become unconditiomnal.

Donated Services

Donated services are recognized as contributions in accordance with SFZS5 Ho.
116, Accounting for Contributions Received and Contributions Made, if the
services (a) create or enhance non-financial assets of (b) reguire
specialized skills, are performed by people with those skills, and would
otherwise be purchased by the Organization. Volunteers also provided
administrative services throughout the year that are not recognized as
contributions in the financial statements since the criteria for SFAS No.
116 are not met.

Donated Assets

Donated marketable securities and other non-cash donations are recorded as -
contributions at their estimated fair walues at the date of donation.

Income Taxes

IPPL i= a not for profit organization and is exempt from federal income

taxes under Section 501 (¢} (3} of the Internal Revenus Code. By reference,
the State of South Carolina adopted this code; hence, IPPL is alsc exempt
from South Carclina income taxes. Classification by the Internal Revenus

Service is other than a private foundation.

Investments

Investments in marketable equity securities with readily determinable fair
values and all investments in debt securities are stated at fair market
value. Investment incoms of endowment funds, unless restricted to a
specific purpose or required to be added to the principal of the endowment,
is available for unrestricted purposes and, if any, is included in the
change in unrestricited net assets.

Inventories

Inventories consist of retail merchandise available for sale to the general
public. Inventories are stated at cost determined on the first-in, first-
out method.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in the United States of America reguires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities, disclosure of contingent assets and
liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and reported amounts of
revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could
differ from those estimates.

Note 2. Related Party Transactions

IPPL houses some of the gibbons on three acres of land leased from a former
employee of the Organization. The lease is accounted for as an operating
lease and may be canceled by either party with a 30 day written notice.
Lease expense for the year ended December 31, 2009 amounted to 5$4,800.
